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REGULATIONS OF THREE COMPETITIONS WITHIN THE CONTRACT ENTITLED: „BENCHMARKING OF TECHNOLOGICAL PARKS IN THE SOUTHERN BALTIC REGION”.

I. ORGANIZER AND DURATION OF THE COMPETITIONS

1.1 The organizer of the Competitions is DS Consulting Sp. z o.o., located at ul. Grunwaldzka 209 in Gdańsk, hereinafter referred to as the Organizer.

1.2 The competitions will commence on 05.12.2011 and last until 19.12.2011.

1.3 The competitions will be settled on 22.12. 2011.
II. COMPETITION TASK

2.1 The competitions task is about giving correct answers to 5 competition questions regarding knowledge in the area of innovation, including with special reference to knowledge about 5 technological parks participating in the Project: “BENCHMARKING OF TECHNOLOGICAL PARKS IN THE AREA OF THE SOUTHERN BALTIC REGION”: (Pomorski Park Naukowo-Technologiczny (PPNT), Gdański Park Naukowo-Technologiczny (GPNT), Elbląski Park Technologiczny (EPT), Technologiezentrum Vorpommern (TZV), Videum Science Park (VSP)), and to regions in which they are located, i.e. (Warmińsko-Mazurskie Voivodeship, Pomorskie Voivodeship, Meklemburgia-Pomorze Przednie Region, Kronoberg Region).

III. APPLICATIONS FOR THE COMPETITIONS

3.1 The application for the competitions should be made by sending an e-mail with answers to questions to the following address (benchmarking@dsconsulting.com.pl) by 19.12.2011, with the following text written in the message title “Technological Parks in the area of the Southern Baltic region”. The application should include your forename, surname, age, category (high school, college, local community), correspondence address and telephone number, as well as the following clause: “I confirm that I have become acquainted with and give my consent to the rules of the Competition included in the regulations available at the Organizer’s website (www.dsconsulting.com.pl).and DISKE website www.deiskeproject.eu”, and the clause “I give my consent to having my personal data processed, in accordance with the Act of 29 August 1997 on the protection of personal data (uniform text: Legislation Journal of 2002 No. 101, item 926 as amended), by the Organizer of the Competition”.

IV. CHOICE OF WINNERS

4.1 The Competition Board (3 people) made up of the Organizer’s representatives will draw winners only from among correctly sent applications.

4.2 The participants in the competitions will be divided into the following categories:

a) high school students

b) college students

c) local community

4.3  In each category, one winner will be drawn.

4.4. Five people of all those who send in their applications will be awarded additional prizes. 

4.3 The value of the main prize does not exceed PLN 760. Consequently, in accordance with Article 21 (1) (68) of the Act of 26 July 1991 on personal income tax (i.e. Legislation Journal of 2000 No. 14, item 176 as amended), the prize is tax-free.

4.4 The settlement of each competition will be published at the Competitions website (www.dsconsulting.com.pl) no later than 3 days from the date the winners are drawn by the Competition Board.

4.5 Regardless of the above, the winners of the Competition will be informed of the award of their prizes by the Organizer by electronic mail (e-mail) or by telephone on the date the Competition is settled.

4.6 The Organizer shall not be responsible for any incapability or difficulties in collecting the prize for reasons attributable to the Participant awarded in the Competition.

V. TERMS OF PARTICIPATION IN THE COMPETITIONS

5.1 The competitions are meant for residents of the following regions: Warmińsko-Mazurskie Voivodeship, Pomorskie Voivodeship, Meklemburgia-Pomorze Przednie Region, Kronoberg Region. 

5.2 The following persons may not take part in the Competitions: the Organizer’s employees and representatives, their closest relatives (spouse, siblings, parents and children) as well as other people taking an immediate part in preparing and running the Competition. Moreover, the employees of 5 technological parks may not take part in the Competition (Pomorski Park Naukowo-Technologiczny (PPNT), Gdański Park Naukowo-Technologiczny (GPNT), Elbląski Park Technologiczny (EPT), Technologiezentrum Vorpommern (TZV), Videum Science Park (VSP)) as well as their closest relatives (spouse, siblings, parents and children).

5.3 Only those aged 13 or above may take part in the Competitions.

5.4 The Organizer shall not be responsible for applications that did not reach him for reasons not attributable to the Organizer, e.g. as a result of an Internet connection failure.

5.5 Participation in the Competitions shall be free of charge.

VI. COLLECTION OF THE PRIZE

6.1 The winner will receive the award by mail to the address he or she gave, following settlement of the Competition.

6.2 The winner of the Competition, prior to collecting the prize, shall be obliged to make a written statement that he or she is not a person referred to in paragraph 5.2 of these Regulations and send it in to the Organizer’s e-mail address.

6.3 The Organizer does not provide for replacing the prize for another one.

6.4 No cash equivalent shall be provided in lieu of the material prizes won.

VII. COMPLAINTS

7.1 To settle complaints, the Organizer of the Competition shall appoint a Complaints Board (3 people) made up of the Organizer’s representatives.

7.2 Complaints relating to the Competition will be accepted by the Organizer only in e-mail form, at the Organizer’s address (benchmarking@dsconsulting.com.pl) within 21 days from the date the Competition is completed.

7.3 All complaints should include the forename, surname, precise address, the date as well as a precise description of the complaint.

7.4 The complaints filed by the participants will be examined by the Complaints Board no later than within 14 days from the receipt date.

7.5 The interested parties shall be notified of settlement of the complaint by e-mail immediately after it has been examined by the Complaints Board.

7.6 The decision by the Complaints Board, regarding the notified complaint, shall be final.

VIII. FINAL PROVISIONS

8.1 The Regulations of these Competitions are available at the Organizer’s seat and website: www.dsconsulting.com.pl and at the website of Project DISKE www.diskeproject.eu
8.2 People who do not meet any of the requirements specified in these Regulations or submit false information shall be disqualified automatically.

8.3 In matters not regulated in these Regulations, relevant provisions of the Civil Code shall be applicable, in particular Articles 919-921 of the Civil Code.

8.4 This Competition shall not be subject to the provisions of the Act of 29 July 1992 on games and mutual betting (i.e. Legislation Journal 2004, No. 4, item 27 as amended).

8.5 The personal data of the participants of the Competitions, i.e. forename, surname, address, e-mail and telephone number shall be processed by the Organizer of the Competition only for the purposes related to the Competition, according to rules specified in these Regulations. When the Competition is completed and when the alternative complaint-related proceedings are done, the personal data of the participants of the Competition shall be deleted forthwith. Submitting the data shall be voluntary, however the absence of these data shall prevent one from taking part in the Competition. The personal data of the winners of the Competition shall be protected under the Act on the protection of personal data.
